Grit”. Jack was fishing with Steve Hotz of Medford, NJ, Chuck Hotz of

Voorhees, NJ, Bill Smith of Pine Hill, NJ, Jack Hotz, Jr. of Shamong, NJ, Capt.

Bill Dever and Mate Tom Gresh. The big white marlin measured 70 inches and

took an hour to bring to the boat. Jack won a tournament record $1,552,735 in
